Have you ever been working on your sled
when someone wants whatever is in front,
or right behind you ? No big deal if you're
using this lift. Just roll it out of the way or
to where you want it, plug it in, push a but-
ton and up it goes. Everyone who has used
this lift says this is one of the best things
about it. Even when up in the air moving it
around is no problem with wheels big and
strong enough to easily roll over small
rocks and cracks in the floor. It is very sta-
ble in the up position for all types of
repairs. The motor is strong and quiet and
we have yet to stall it out lifting the heav-
iest sleds or ATVs. The control box is
remote for rear skid removal and replace-
ment. You can actually raise and lower the
lift to exactly the right position when put-
ting bolts back in place while along side

the sled. When through using it, it lays
flat, out of the way, as the handle is also
removable for storage. In the summer
sleds can be stored in the full upright posi-
tion with the suspenions fully unloaded
and taking up no more room than the sled
itself. After using it for a season, our con-
clusion is that this is one darned good lift -
plenty good enough for constant use in a
heavy traffic dealership. In a perfect world
we would ask for a longer power cord so
we wouldn’t have to dedicate an extension
cord for its use. If you’re in the market for
a great, all purpose lift check this one out.
